J level credit hours, please provide high
school transcripts or state-approved high
school equivalency test scores. If it has
been two years or less since your high
school graduation, please provide ACT or
SAT scores.

For regionally accredited institutions, IUS may transfer
up to 64 credit hours from a community college or 90
credit hours from a four-year university. A combination
of two-year and four-year credit may be used, but
cannot exceed the 64/90 rule.
